The design should: 

 Focus on the five key countries of People Tree, which have been linked 
together for 20 years – The UK, Japan, Bangladesh, India and Nepal. 

 Encompass the idea that these countries and cultures are unified through 
sport. 

 Include key colours, yellow, green, black and red. 

 Show that through working as a worldwide team we can create a better 
future. 

Help us overcome the hurdle of profit before 
people and make giant leaps in environmental 
awareness by taking part in a live brief for 
People Tree. 

In 2012 countries from all over the world will 
come together in a celebration of sport that 
promotes fairness, unity and mutual respect. 
Whether the countries are from the North or 
South, rich or poor, they unite in a circle of 
goodwill. It’s these qualities that People Tree 
champions and campaigns for within the 
fashion industry. Both our producers and 
customers are in a race for justice and 
equality where it’s possible for everyone to be 
a winner.
